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Initial experience of endoscopic ear surgery in Bangladesh

Background: Endoscopic ear surgery is an emerging technique with recent advancement highlighting advantages over the 
traditional microscopic approach. In Bangladesh  we started doing myringoplasty since 2005 with otoendoscope and stopped 
due to few problems but again, since 2007, all types of middle ear surgeries with nasal endoscopes has been being done with 
bright, wide & clear view. We did di�erent types of Transcanal  Tympanoplasties, ossicluplasties, stapedotomies, also few 
cholesteatoma surgeries by endoscope. As Rigid endoscopy allows for wide-�eld view of the surgical �eld improved resolution 
with high magni�cation, and the ability to look around corners, enabling direct visualization of the hidden recesses including 
the retrotympanum, epitympanum, supratubal recess, peritympanum and hypotympanum, granulation tissue or cholesteatoma 
matrix can be removed easily.
