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This is particularly beneficial for individuals in rural or underserved 
areas who may have limited access to specialized diabetes care. The 
combination of digital health tools and telehealth services empowers 
patients to take a more active role in their diabetes management, 
fostering greater self-efficacy and adherence to treatment plans [7,8].

Novel pharmacotherapies

In addition to technological advancements, emerging 
pharmacotherapies are also changing the landscape of diabetes 
management. New classes of medications, such as GLP-1 receptor 
agonists and SGLT2 inhibitors, have shown promising results in 
improving glycemic control, promoting weight loss, and reducing 
cardiovascular risk in individuals with type 2 diabetes [9].
