Application process and eligibility

All awards specified in this policy are applicable to full-time, BU campus-based undergraduate students, including
those studying Integrated Masters programmes. Students studying on Foundation courses validated by BU are not
eligible for these awards. BU International College (BUINTCOL) applicants are eligible to apply for BU scholarships
for their BU degree, excluding any preparatory programme, subject to meeting the relevant criteria for each
individual award.

With the exception of the BU International Partnership, Archaeology Anniversary Scholarship and discretionary in-
country awards students can only be in receipt of one academic scholarship. Students may also be eligible for a
sports & music scholarships. Eligibility criteria and exclusions for each category of scholarship are laid out in
Section 6.

With the exception of the BU sports and music scholarships, scholarships will be awarded for the first year of study
at BU only. Students repeating units/years on an existing course or starting again as a first year on a new course
will not be eligible.

A student will only be eligible to receive one award for the highest value unless they spe

5.3 BU International Partnership Scholarship, Academic Excellence Scholarship (Non-EU/International) and
discretionary in-country awards are paid via a reduction in fees, or full waiver of tuition fees, typically processed in
advance of online enrolment and subject to students providing confirmation of actual grades at enrolment.

5.4 Scholarship payment is made subject to confirmation of enrolment and participation on a monthly basis.
5.5 There is no alternative to the stated payment method for each award.

5.5.1 Fee waivers will be made on an annual or termly basis, aligned to the frequency of payment by the
student.

5.5.2 Pre-payment cards are credited on a rolling monthly basis and are subject to the terms & conditions of
the card issuer. Bournemouth University will credit enrolled students accounts, subject to the terms &
conditions of the card issuer.

A student’s fee status (UK, EU or Overseas (Non-EU)) will be used to determine the criteria for the award that they
may be eligible for.

In the majority of cases the scholarship awards will be confirmed automatically once the university has received
the student’s results via UCAS (UK/EU students only).

Students who already hold their results (results that pre-date the year of entry) should submit certificates for
consideration by the UK or International Admissions team who will award the scholarship to eligible students
ahead of enrolment.

Any student who thinks they are eligible and has not received a confirmation of their scholarship will have until
31 January 2018 (for those enrolling in September 2017) and until 30 June 2018 (for those enrolling in January
2018) to provide evidence of their qualifications to the university for consideration.

All students must present original certificates for all qualifications at enrolment, or scholarships may be
withdrawn.

Any combination of qualifications/grades listed in our equivalency tables, which do not include an A-level, will be
considered for the award of Academic Excellence, where the grades are equivalent to a minimum of 144 tariff
points.

Level 3 qualifications not listed in our equivalency tables will be considered by exception and application by the
student. An applicant must achieve qualifications of sufficient breadth and depth of study equivalent to a
minimum of 144 points. Applicants presenting such a combination will not be automatically assessed and should
contact scholarships@bournemouth.ac.uk who will assess the qualifications and refer to the Head of
Admissions/International Admissions Manager. Original exam certificates must be presented for this assessment
to take place.
